WHY: As part of the Colonial Cup week celebration, The Colonial Cup and the Kershaw 
County Chamber of Commerce are sponsoring The Tour de Camden bicycle ride on 
Saturday, November 18, 2006. Proceeds will benefit The Thoroughbred Retirement 
Foundation and Habitat for Humanity. 
 
WHAT: There will be a metric century, a 30 mile ride and a short family ride. An 
optional loop will be available for the 30 mile riders that will add 15-20 miles. The routes 
will pass through Camden and travel south to Boykin, Horatio and then loop back to 
Camden. The terrain is mostly flat with a few rolling hills. The family ride (8 -12 years 
old with parent and older) will not exceed 10 miles and will stay within Camden. 
 
WHERE: The start time will be 9:00 AM and the ride will leave from Historic Camden, 
222 Broad Street, Camden, SC 29020. 
 
Registration: The registration fee for the ride is $25.00. The family ride will be $5.00 per 
person. This fee includes maps, rest stops, sag support and after-ride snacks. Colonial 
Cup t-shirts will be provided to the Metric Century and 30 Mile riders.

Directions to Historic Camden 

 
From I-20 Exit 98 

� Exit I-20 at Exit 98 

� From 1-20 West take Exit 98 and bear right onto Hwy 521 North towards 
Camden. Historic Camden’s main entrance is 1.4 miles on the right. 

� From I-20 East take Exit 98 and turn left onto Hwy 521 North towards 
Camden. Historic Camden’s main entrance is 1.4 miles on the right. 

 
From Hwy 521 South 

� Travel to the town of Camden 
� From the downtown main intersection of Broad (Hwy 521) and DeKalb (Rt.1) 

Streets travel on 521 South for 1.0 mile and Historic Camden’s main entrance 
is on the left. 

 
From Hwy 521 North 

� Pass under the I-20 overpass 
� Continue on Hwy 521 North towards Camden and Historic Camden’s main 

entrance is on the right 1.4 miles after the I-20 overpass.
